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Your task: To present, in a group, a scene or scenes from Act IV or V of Macbeth to the class in a creative and dramatic manner.  As well, you must explain to the class the key points from your scene.  You are the expert and you are teaching your classmates about your scene.

To consider:

-props you want to use/costumes you will use

-if you want to act out the scene or if you want to present a dramatic reading

-if you will have some people reading while others act out the scene (story theatre)

-how you will create the mood/atmosphere for your scene

-how you will explain the scene to the class

-how to analyze the scene for important parts

-only one group per class will present each scene

-if you will use the Shakespearean text or more modern text

Requirements:
-every member of the group must have a significant speaking role
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-use props/costumes

-give an explanation of the scene for your classmates 

-hand in a written summary of the scene to the teacher

-memorization is not necessary—you may read from the play
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Grading: 

Your grade will be based on the following elements:

-you followed all of the above requirements

-mature presentation of the scene

-creativity

-your understanding of the scene and your ability to explain the scene to your classmates

-presentation skills (voice projection, eye contact, enthusiasm, etc.)

-your ability to work co-operatively as a group
