Task
-To create a unified multi-media museum exhibit to represent the struggle of the Métis people of Canada that you will present to the class.
-The exhibit is meant to be part of a larger travelling exhibit that will showcase the struggle for equal rights of all people.  The Métis are one group of many that will be displayed.  
Requirements

5) Presentation to the class


6) Self and peer assessment with reflection

Focus Questions for the Exhibit – These are meant to guide your research
To answer these questions start with your textbook. 

1. Who were the Métis people? How did they view their place in Canada?   

2. What factors made Louis Riel the leader of the Métis struggle? 

3. How did the Red River Settlement affect the Métis? (consider the Pemmican Proclamation, Dr. John Christian Schultz and other factors)
4. How did the 1869 Red River Rebellion affect the treatment of the Métis?

5. How did the Government of Canada solidify their control of the West? 
6. How did the English, French, and Métis see the creation of Manitoba?

7. What were the consequences of the Manitoba Act of 1870 on the Métis?  (see the beginning of Ch 5—p.170-171)
8. What is the most important event in the Métis’ history in Canada- and why do you consider it most important to them? (based on what you know so far)
9. What is Métis culture like today?  Is it vibrant?  Has it disappeared?  How is it shared with Canadians?
