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Directions:

1. Arrange yourselves into groups of 5.
2. You will be given a set of poetic terms to learn and teach to the rest of the class.

3. Divide the terms amongst your group members.

4. Brainstorm ways in which you can present the information to the class in a creative and interesting manner. Marks are given for this too.
5. Find poems that illustrate your terms.  They may even be poems you wrote yourself.  If you cannot find a poem that exemplifies one of your terms at least provide several examples.  (Do not use my examples or another teacher's!) You must have at least 2 poems for analysis.

** EXAMPLES / POEMS ARE KEY TO THIS PRESENTATION.  EVERYONE HAS THE DEFINITIONS; THEY NEED TO SEE HOW THEY WORK IN A POEM!
6. Create and provide some sort of worksheet or activities that we as a class can work through in order to reinforce your teaching.  For example, you may provide several examples and we have to match them with the term or you may provide a poem for analysis which we then have to find examples of your terms.  

** IT IS YOUR JOB TO KNOW AND TEACH THESE TERMS TO THE REST OF THE CLASS! KNOW THEM WELL AND BE ABLE TO ANSWER QUESTIONS.
