Preparing a Bibliography

· Begin your Bibliography page on a separate page at the end of your essay/report/project

· Label the page Bibliography and center the title at the top of the page. 

· Double space all citations, with a singe space between each new entry. The second line of any citation should be indented.

· Text should be cited in alphabetical order by the first word in each entry.
· Titles of sources are either italicized or underlined. 

· If there are two or three authors, the entry is written: Last name, first name and first name last name (Ex. Wright, William and Benjamin Dewey).

· If there are three or more authors, the entry is written: Last name, first name, et al (Ex. Amento, Beverely, et al.)

· If required information, such as author or place of publication is not available, just leave it out. 

Follow the examples below to format your bibliography.

1) Books

Lastname, Firstname. Title of Book. Place of Publication: Publisher, Year of Publication.

For a book with one author


Gleick, James. Chaos: Making a New Science.  New York: Penguin Books, 1987.

For a book with two or three authors:


Metheny, N.M, and W.D. Sniveley. Nurses’ Handbook of Fluid Balance. 



Philadelphia: Lippincott, 1967.

For a book by three or more authors:


Berry, Jason, et al. Up from the Cradles of Jazz. Athens: U. of Georgia Press, 

1986.

2) Book with No Author

List and alphabetize by the title of the book. 

Title of book. Publishing location: Publishing company, Copyright date.

Encyclopedia of Indiana. New York: Somerset, 1993.

3) Anthology or Collection

List by editor or editors, followed by a comma and "ed." or, for multiple editors, "eds."

Hill, Charles A. and Marguerite Helmers, eds. Defining Visual Rhetorics. Mahwah, NJ: Lawrence Erlbaum Associates, 2004.

4) Internet Sources
